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The CCC presents Panacea: The Art of Wellbeing, an evolving, expandable and travelling artwork designed to function as a universal formula to cure social, economical and political problems. Once it has reached a destination, Panacea releases its curing powers: a maquette of an idealised health paradise. 

Panacea searches for artistic ‘solutions’ that simultaneously offer the viewer/participant an aesthetic experience and a practical tool to improve life. Panacea strikes a fine balance between naive optimism and an ironic critique on society’s increasingly untenable expectations of artists as: maker of beautiful objects, social reformers, economic revitalisers and catalysts for all things good. 

Panacea documents the creation of an ambitious Health Park, which transforms a derelict area of grassland into an idealistic dream. The detailed maquette is constructed using medical refuse: packaging, pills and bandages.  Packaged within a single wheeled crate,  Panacea can be dropped into any environment at a moment’s notice to solve potential problems. Panacea functions as a generator continually attempting to produce solutions to deal with the evils of existence. From this "catalogue of ideas", a selection are realised, responding to the needs of the local constituency.  

Each host venue acts a showroom for Panacea to demonstrate its latest products. For the CCC, two major new commissions will be shown: Life Pulse by Michael Pinsky, a composition of strange luminaries designed to illuminate the space by capturing the visitors' heartbeats. When viewers embrace the lighting columns they can create lighting patterns with the very essence of their existence. To a small extent, the individual can affect the institutional nature of urban design. Friendly Frontier by Walker & Bromwich, a  hand-sewn inflatable mountain range with emergency slides to bridge international borderlines. This  monumental blow-up boundary is designed as a buoyancy aid for countries in conflict. This symbolic territory is an open border, used like a child's toy for all the peoples of the world to slide with ease between nation states.
This  exhibition benefits from the exceptional support from Claude Lefebvre who have fabricated the luminaries. This exhibition have been organised with the help of the Arts Council England, The British Council, The University of East London, The National Health Service and Edinburgh Art College.
